Anti-corruption Day

9 December 2009

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the State Commission for Prevention of
Corruption will mark the International Anti-corruption Day with set of activities aimed to intensify the efforts for
fighting corruption. The observance will take place at the Stone Bridge Hotel, on Wednesday, 9 December
2009, starting at 10:00 hrs.

The first event, which will mobilize all the relevant state institutions, local self-government, NGOs, representatives
of international organizations and media, will be used for promotion of three newly produced Manuals:

e Manual for Prevention of Corruption and Conflict of Interests
e Manual on the United Nations Convention against Corruption
e Manual for Free Access to Information

Key addresses will be delivered by: Mihaela Stojkoska, UNDP Programme Officer for Good Governance, Mirjana
Dimovska, President of the State Commission for Prevention of Corruption and Izet Medziti, Vice-President of the
Association of the Local Self-government Units (ZELS).

Four municipalities that have proven great interest and engaged broad efforts in the fight against corruption on
local level will be awarded by UNDP with Certificates of Recognition.

The second and central event is the Round table discussion on the topic “Fighting Corruption - the Challenges
and Opportunities for Investigative Journalism” intended primarily for journalists and editors, who are expected
to discuss the role of the media in exploring and raising the awareness around the devastating effects of
corruption on human development.

Notes to editors:

UNDP has been very active in the area of fighting corruption, and thus far, in partnership with the State Commission for
Prevention of Corruption, has produced a number of products that have greatly contributed to simplification,
standardization and streamlining of the municipal procedures and improvement of the efficiency and transparency of
services in selected areas. These steps were preparatory to the envisaged ISO certification of the target municipalities for
quality management. The developed Code of Ethics for Local Government Officials has already been adopted by over 80
Municipal Councils and serves as a platform for broad-based discussion about the principles of professional work
among all relevant stakeholders. The partnership with the Association of Local Self-Government Units (ZELS) has proven
of great value for promotion and advocacy for the said Code.

The project has also produced innovative methodology for measuring the responsibility, transparency and
accountability at local level. The aim of the methodology is to undertake measurable assessment of the exposure and
ability of a given institution in the face of actual or potential corruption by identifying the most vulnerable points to
corruption. At the same time, the methodology provides mechanisms on how to address these vulnerabilities.
