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Promotion of a Second National Communication on Climate Change

The Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning in cooperation with the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) and with the financial support of the Global Environment Facility
(GEF), on Wednesday, 3 December 2008, at the Holliday Inn Hotel, will officially promote the Second
National Communication on Climate Change, starting at 11:00 hrs.

As a signatory of the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) the country has committed to
recurrently report to the UNFCCC Secretariat through submission of such national communications. The First
National Communication was adopted and submitted in 2003.

The activities within the Second National Communication are continuation and upgrade of the work done
under the first and initial National Communication (2000-2003). The main components of the documents are:
a) Inventory of Greenhouse Gases (GHG) emissions;
b) Assessment of potential impacts of climate change on the most vulnerable sectors: agriculture,
forestry, water, biodiversity, human health;
c) Analysis of potential measures to abate increase of GHG emissions;
d) National Action Plan to address climate change and its adverse impacts.
e) Transfer of technologies, systemic research, education, training and public awareness.

The Second National Communication was adopted by the Government on18 November 2008, which was also
foreseen in the National Program for adoption of the EU aquie and the Law on Environment.
