IMPROVING ENERGY EFFICIENCY IN PUBLIC BUILDINGS

Friday, 4 November 2009, Skopje

An inception workshop was held today in hotel Arka to mark the launch of a new project
titled Climate Change Through Improving Energy Efficiency in Public Buildings. This project will
be implemented throughout the next two years, in partnership with the Ministry of
Environment and Physical Planning, UNDP and the Austrian Development Cooperation.

Based on data from the Strategy for Energy Efficiency the current share of electricity
consumption in the building sector represents 39% of the overall energy demand of the
country’s overall electricity consumption. The residential sector uses nearly 80% of the
energy consumed in all buildings. In addition, buildings consume 69% of electricity and 40%
of district heat, the combined production of which is responsible for some 71 % of the annual
CO2 emissions in the country. The energy costs make up a large share of the state and
municipal budgets. Complete or partial implementation of energy efficiency measures would
significantly lower the energy consumption and expenses, while also improving the indoor
conditions in public buildings.

The main aim of this project will therefore be to contribute to the processes of reducing the
energy consumption in residential and public buildings, regulate energy losses and
greenhouse gas emissions, and increase the overall energy independence of the country. This
will be achieved through the development of a national database on climate parameters per
region, the development of an inventory of public buildings nationwide as well as the
development of an overall effective investment-oriented energy efficient building
programme.
